Today’s classic in dance
“All dancers need to be exposed to the considerably varying styles of today’s theatre. Therefore we have chosen Masterclasses to develop through the different forms of classical training and then move on to the connection between classical and modern dance. The aim is to work with the dancers in such way that we put today’s classical class into a form which connects with today’s many different theatre repertoires. We believe that it is no longer sufficient to have been trained exclusively within one school or style. This is why we will work together; two different teachers with the same believes. The end result will give a good feeling of dance, which in turn will be very musical, and the dancers feel comfortable and last but not least enjoyable. This Masterclass is based on a new concept. Dancers will experience its connections and will find out why the teachers in question have chosen for this new construction.” 

Andrew Greenwood was educated as a dancer at the Royal Ballet School and Central of Ballet London

Main Teachers were Richard Gladstone, Simon Mottram, Moshsen Elwakil, Christopher Gable, Gillian Lynne and Marion Lane. The Ballet Companies he worked with as a dancer were London Festival Ballet, Düsseldorf Stadttheater (Germany, Köln), Opera House (Germany), Minneapolis Ballet (America) and Curitiba State Ballet (Brazil). He was Ballet Director with Serbian Nation Ballet 2001. 

Andrew Greenwood has also been giving workshops and Master classes throughout Europe with Pineapple Dance Studio's (London), Dance Works (London), Move on (Vienna), Stuttgart State Ballet School (Germany), State Opera School (Vienna), National Ballet School (Brazil). 

As a Ballet Master he worked with Ballet Companies as National Ballet Portugal, Hannover Stadttheater, Theater an Gardnerplatz (München), National Ballet Belgrade, Volksopera Vienna, Cisne Negro Ballet Sao Paulo, Stuttgart Ballet, Slovenian National Theatre Opera and Ballet (Ljubljana), Slovenian National Ballet, Marobor, Ballet Rambert Company (London), States Opera Graz, Verona Arena, (Italy).

Lode Devos is currently the director of Chemnitz Ballet, Germany. Before that he was (a.o.) choreographer and coach for the European Youth Ballet, choreographer at the Cologne Opera, co-director and first Ballet Master at Tiroler Landestheater, Innsbruck. 

As a soloist he danced with Havoc Dance Cie, Deutsche Oper Berlin, Tanz Forum Koln, Bejart Ballet Lausanne, Le Ballet de l’Europe, a.o. 

He was educated (Classical Ballet - Vaganova) at the Royal Conservatory of  Belgium at the Superior State School for dance pedagogy (Antwerp). Degrees in Classical (Vaganova), Modern (strictly Graham based), Jooss and Jazz. 

Over the years he has been invited as a modern and classical teacher in several private schools and companies like: Tanz Forum Köln, Béjart Ballet Lausanne, Preljocaj Company, Instituto Del Teatro Barcelona.

Václav Kuneš

Modern
The travels of Václav Kuneš  start in Tsjech, where he was educated at the Dance Conservatory of Prague. In 1993 his professional dance carreer starts with Nederlands Dans Theater. He danced in pieces by choreographers like Kylián, Forsythe, Van Manen en Naharin. He also worked as ‘repetitor’ for dance pieces by Kylián. Since 1999 he is active as choreographer besides dancing. With Station Zuid he made ‘Wishes and Fears’ (2007). And previous to that ‘First Pages’ for three dancers, together with images by Paul and Menno de Nooijer. In May 2007 ‘Neen-Ya’ also had it’s Dutch premiere in ‘s-Hertogenbosch; a dance performance about the life of jazz musician Nina Simone. This piece can also be seen at Dansweek Brabant.
Edward Clug
Wednesday the 10th, 10.30-13.00h

Giving the classics a modern face
Edward Clug (32) is artistiek leider van het Balletgezelschap van Maribor (Sloveni). Hij is oorspronkelijk afkomstig uit Roemenië. Als jong en talentvol choreograaf (en danser) is hij bezig om het van oorsprong traditionele Balletgezelschap (dat is gespecialiseerd in het opvoeren van de klassiekers als De Notenkraker en Zwanenmeer) een nieuw gezicht te geven met origineel modern repertoire. Hij maakte o.a. Radio en Juliet, gebaseerd op het verhaal van Romeo en Juliet, maar opnieuw geïnterpreteerd met een geheel moderne scenografie, modern dansidioom en muziek (oorspronkelijk Prokofiev, nu op muziek van Radiohead). 

Edward Clug volgt van zijn tiende tot en met zijn achttiende jaar een klassieke balletopleiding in Cluj/Napoca in zijn geboorteland Roemenië. Kort daarop wordt hij aangenomen als solist bij het Balletgezelschap van Maribor in Slovenië. In 1996 maakt hij zijn eerste werk ‘Babylon’. Twee jaar later verzorgt hij in Thessaloniki de choreografie van de sluitingsceremonie van Culturele Hoofdstad Europa. In hetzelfde jaar ontvangt hij de eerste prijs van de Slovenian Ballet Dancers Association voor zijn ballet Tango’. Het is de eerste van een reeks prijzen die hij zal krijgen voor zijn verdiensten van zowel danser als choreograaf, in eigen land en ver daarbuiten. In 2003 wordt hij artistiek directeur van de afdeling dans van SNG Maribor Danse, een gezelschap met een repertoire dat de grote klassieken omvat, maar ook veel affiniteit vertoont met hedendaagse beweging. Hij vormt daar al snel een klein groepje virtuoze dansers waar hij hedendaags werk voor maakt. Zijn Radio & Juliet wordt alom geprezen en is in 2006 te zien in Biarritz (Frankrijk), Tel-Aviv (Israël) en op tournee in Nederland. Zijn debuut bij Station Zuid maakt Clug tijdens  het Open Huis  in Noord-Brabant, Zeeland en Limburg met Requiem for Two Chairs, een ontroerende solo in de setting van een boksring op het beroemde Requiem van W.A. Mozart.

Tonkins Anderson

Combining Body, Mind and Soul

Tonkins Anderson, a movement specialist in his own right, has an extensive background in theatre arts and dance, group exercise, and fitness management which includes performances, presentations, and appointments world wide. His love for dance keeps him active as one of Vienna’s top instructors; he continues to inspire his clients in the areas of Jazz, Modern, Afro/Latin and of course Hip-Hop. His techniques are meant to combine Body, Mind and Soul for an inspiring experience toward mental and physical health, awareness and wellness. What follows below is just a selection of Tonkins Andersons extensive CV.

He began as a scholarship student at the Alvin Ailey American Dance Center and has performed in Broadway musicals, industrials, television and print commercial work; additionally he has choreographed music video for such labels as Motown, Tabu, and Epic, Roton (a Sony Music affiliate), and Cat recording companies. In the midst of the fitness rave of the 80’s Tonkins began his career as fitness professional at Flagship athletic Center, Eden Prarie, and Minnesota, where he received certification as an IDEA Instructor (currently A.C.E.). In 1989 he relocated to Goteborg, Sweden only to become one of Sweden’s top fitness instructors. As a “Nike Elite” sponsored instructor, Tonkins has shared his unique teaching style throughout Europe and the United States. The international arena sparked new interests in Tonkins which ignited in opportunities to represent John Casablanca’s Elite Modeling Agency, Johannesburg. In addition to burning up the cat walk with his presence, he discovered an interest in fashion presentation on all levels, his choreography credits include: The Coty Awards, BMW 3-Series, Arena Sports Wear, Nike International, and most notably Vivienne Westwood. He later returned to the states to teach fashion photo, camera and cat walk techniques for John Casablanca’s Plaza 3 Minneapolis offices and created Movement – Fashion – Face, a production unit specialized in fashion presentations. Tonkins choreography skills and teaching lead him toward various projects in the “Minneapolis Music” industry working with such artists as Kool & the Gang, Prince, Cherelle and Alexander O’Neal. His knowledge and professionalism as a dance and fitness trainer have awarded him the honor of training personalities such as Gloria Estefan, Cher and Janet Jackson. He relocated to Austria in 1999 to become Aerobic Director at John Harris Fitness, Vienna, due to his strong skills as a program director; he has maintained a consultant position with World Class International where he advises on aerobic exercise, education, and operational procedures.
